make up the Buffalo Creek Valley of
southeastern Butler Co. to create a
Watershed Conservation Plan. This plan
covers a 171-square mile region and has
been designated as an Important Bird
Area by National Audubon and Bird Life
International. It identifies the natural,
cultural, historical, and recreational
amenities of this beautiful area and
prioritizes the conservation, enhancement
needs, and desires of the region’s
residents. The draft plan was released in
2007 and received strong public support.
The final plan will be released by

summer of 2008.
