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The Legacy Behind Our Name

As an organization, ASWP has spent over 100 years making a positive impact in the natural world.
Our work connects people to nature and makes learning accessible to people across generations and
cultures. We are forward-thinking and committed to engaging the wider community in facing the
challenges of inclusivity, climate change, and man-made issues impacting wildlife. We believe that by
acting as a responsible steward of the nature world, we set an example to make our region a better
place for birds and for people.

Part of this responsibility comes with looking back. Our organization’s name, Audubon, is connected

to the legacy of John James Audubon’s artwork which depicted birds and helped to popularize bird
watching. Over time in the 1800s and early 1900s, Audubon’s art became such a physical representation
of people’s deep love of birds that towns, streets, and organizations took on the Audubon name.

But there’s more to the story...
John James Audubon was also a slaveowner and
a racist. He invented birds he’d claimed to have
discovered and falsified scientific data to meet
his own needs. ASWP firmly believes that these
ignoble actions require further investigation and
conversation—and as such, held free public
programs this past year to talk about John James
Audubon’s misdeeds and how to properly address
them. Gaining the community’s thoughts on this
matter was, and continues to be, paramount to
us. What we've learned so far is that people are
quick to separate our organization’s name from
John James Audubon’s personal history—and
that the community understands that ASWP has
established itself as an organization that does
not hold his troublesome belief system.

While we appreciate the value of John James
Audubon’s artwork, our organization’s name
represents an engaged Audubon Society of
Western Pennsylvania that’s meeting the needs
of today’s birdwatchers and nature lovers. Our
Audubon is welcoming, diverse, and committed
to growth. Whatever you call us, that’s

our legacy.
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Our Projects

Creating Environmental Justice through Backyard Habitats

Part of our commitment to community outreach includes ensuring that diverse populations have access to
our programs and the benefits of connecting to nature. One of the ways that we accomplished this in 2021 was
through Certified Backyard Habitats—native plant gardens, specifically planned for individual backyards,

that provide food and shelter for native species of birds and animals.

The Backyard Habitat program had a transformational impact on my yard and my personal
well-being. My house this summer was surrounded by birds and butterflies. Even a hummingbird
came to visit. It’s great to know I can make a difference, in my own backyard.

Thanks to a $19,997 grant from the Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Education, we were able
to work with four community partners to facilitate community conservation and environmental education
in Environmental Justice communities across Allegheny County. The project provides for the creation of
Certified Backyard Habitats and pollinator gardens, as well as local programming for all ages.

These habitats add to the growing number of Certified Backyard Habitats that we have worked on across
our region. The program is so popular, we have consultations already booked in to 2022. Project partners
include the Bloomfield-Garfield Corporation, Wilkinsburg Pollinator Garden Group, Steel Rivers Council
of Governments, and the Tri-COG Land Bank.

COG was able to offer Certified Backyard Habitats to 35
families in Glassport and McKeesport. Not only do these
programs promote investment and beatification of our
neighborhood homes, but it also enable our residents to
learn more about sustainable gardening and addresses
other aspects of a post-industrial legacy.

Making an Impact in the Buffalo Creek Watershed

Over the past two years, ASWP has secured over $1.5 million dollars for conservation, research, and
community education and outreach in the Buffalo Creek Valley Important Bird Area (IBA)—and area vital

to birds and biodiversity. In 2021, we added the position of Buffalo Creek Watershed Coordinator to our

staff and launched the Buffalo Creek Watershed Coalition, in partnership with local universities, conservation
districts, municipalities, community partners, non-profit organizations, and watershed residents.

Our impact has been significant. Over 1 mile of streams have been restored through forested riparian
buffer plantings. We’ve engaged 3,000 people via landowner workshops, library and scout programs, in-
school programming, and field trips with the Freeport Area School District.

We held the first ever Buffalo Creek Water Festival, as well as hazardous waste collection and e-waste
ecycling events. And we began a comprehensive monitoring program that includes water chemistry
pling and surveys of species including Louisiana Waterthrush, macroinvertebrate, and fish.

€€ Our collaboration with ASWP to monitor the water chemistry and fish communities
has provided opportunities for Duquesne University students to become involved with an
active conservation project. These surveys are supporting several M.S. thesis research projects
and multiple undergraduate students through community engaged research and learning
experiences. The ability to apply knowledge from the classroom to real-life conservation
projects enhances the training of our future aquatic scientists. 99

Our Programs

The Outdoor Classroom Experience

Getting children active in the outdoors is a continuing challenge for parents and educators. To overcome
this, the Butler School District and ASWP built an outdoor component into students’ school experience.
Suddenly, heading outside became something to look forward to—something to soak in and build upon.

The outdoor classroom program made students active participants in creating gardens of native plants,
right in their own schoolyard. Students learned about the importance of the plants and their impacts on
birds, butterflies, and beneficial bees.

Participating in these experiences, especially during their formative years, will make environmentalism
and stewardship an integral part of who the students are—and who they’ll become. The success of the
program will be seen not just through the students, but through the beautiful habitat they’ve created to
support native species.
