WHY ARE NATIVE PLANTS BETTER FOR BIRDS & POLLINATORS?
Gardening with native plants is good for the environment—plus, they’re beautiful!
Native plants are adapted to local conditions and co-evolved with native birds and pollinators
over thousands of years. They support birds by providing cover as well as nectar, seeds, fruit, and
the insects that birds rely on as food sources. A majority of popular ornamental plants originated
in other continents and therefore provide little habitat value for local wildlife. There are over
2,000 plants native to Pennsylvania to choose from, so you have plenty of options!
